The even pages in your book will show the page number and Author Name left justified.
The odd pages in your book will show the Book Title and page number right justified.
When you start a new chapter in a book, it must be on an odd numbered page.  The template will automatically add an extra page if your next chapter begins on an even numbered page.
To add a new chapter, at the end of your existing chapter, select Insert – Break - Section Break (Odd Page)
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Begin with the 1st Paragraph style.
Notice the Introduction ended on Page 5.  The next Chapter began on Page 7.  Page 6 is hidden.  All Chapters must begin on odd numbered pages to print correctly.
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After adding the Chapter Title, select Insert – Break – Page Break to start the text for the next paragraph.
After the first paragraph is indented, the following paragraphs will not be indented.
After you have added all your chapters and text, go to the Table of Contents.  Right click on the TOC and select Update Entire Table.
